GENERAL RULES OF THE NC STATE FAIR HORSE SHOW APPLY
REGISTRATION: All halter horses must be either registered or eligible for registration by their respective breed association. Grades are wel-
come in gelding and performance classes.
DRESS CODE: No blue jeans in halter classes. Proper dress, dress shirt, suit coat required in performance classes. This also applies to help-
ers/headers.
HALTER CLASSES: Shoeing of Halter Horses is optional. Whip person is permitted but not required. Appropriate decoration is encouraged,
Exhibitors may have multiple entries per class. Breeds are judged separately, except where designated (*). Classes may be combined at the
discretion of Show Committee.
HITCH CLASSES: Breeds show together. Multiple entries are allowed. The same horse may be shown in all cart and riding classes. Classes
may be combined at the discretion of Show Committee. All performance classes, EXCEPT those designated as “riding”, “youth, “pleasure”,
“obstacle” and “cones” must use show wagons, show harness, and horses must be shod. All multiple hitches (more than 2 horses) must have
two capable drivers up at all times. Horses may be “borrowed” for multiple hitches.
YOUTH CLASSES: Participants in all “youth” driving classes must be accompanied by an adult. Youth also are invited to participate in all
“pleasure”, “cones” and “obstacle” driving classes, as long a they are accompanied by an adult driver.
CONES AND OBSTACLES: The cones and obstacles are set a to a measured distance wider than the wheel width of the carriage or cart.
The driver must negotiate the course without causing the balls to fall from the cones or disrupting the obstacle. Each cone or obstacle will
have a number which must be done in order. This is a timed event and the winner is to have the least amount of faults and then time. You will
have time before the event to walk the course. You must go through the start and finish set of cones to complete the course.
STALLS: Tack stalls must be purchased at same rate as horse stalls: $ 35/horse, regardless of length of stay. Stalls are 10 x 10.
FELLOWSHIP: Tuesday, after completion of Halter classes, all show participants are invited to a complimentary and informal barbecue lun-
cheon in the E-Barn
